Weather Trends/Outlook 

Precipitation totaled 4.8 inches in August.  This is more than the long-term average of 3.7 inches, lower than 

average precipitation levels have persisted over the last year.  The U.S. Drought Monitor map continues to 

shows severe drought conditions across the New Hampshire seacoast. 

Despite the current drought, there are currently no water use restrictions in effect, however we strongly advise 

customers are to follow best practices for lawn watering.
